· Be able to communicate clearly and effectively to non-expert German audiences
· Have experience in public speaking, facilitation, or policy dialogue
· Be willing to travel in Germany for in-person activities (dates to be agreed individually)
· Be fluent in German and English; knowledge of languages of Baltic States is an asset

· Participation will be honorarium-based per diem, and travel and accommodation costs will be covered by FNF
· Applicants will be included in a pool and contacted on a case-by-case basis
