In 2017 tensions on the Korean peninsula reached perilous heights. However, by
year’s end signals emerged of a shift from tension-raising provocations to peaceful
engagement, most notably beginning with Pyongyang’s willingness to partake in
the 2018 PyeongChang Winter Olympics and later the landmark visit in February
to Seoul by Kim Yo Jong, sister and close advisor to North Korean leader Kim Jong
Un. Remarkably, so far in 2018 we have witnessed a freeze in North Korea’s missile
and nuclear testing, vigorous high-level diplomacy between the two Koreas—
most notably illustrated by this year’s three inter-Korean summits—as well as the
first ever meetings between Kim Jong Un and Chinese president Xi Jinping, and
a historic US-DPRK summiit in Singapore between Kim and US president Donald
Trump. Many recognize the instrumental role played by South Korean president
Moon Jae-in in ushering in this détente, on several levels. Under his short watch,
engagement has been revived as an approach to promoting better relations and peace
with North Korea. Nevertheless, despite the continuing momentum for dialogue
and the expanding inter-Korean socio-cultural exchanges, moving from summitry
to solutions on key issues such as denuclearization, trust building, and economic
cooperation, among others, remains a substantial challenge.

In light of the significant developments, the Institute for Far Eastern Studies (IFES)
of Kyungnam University and the Friedrich Naumann Foundation for Freedom Korea
Office (FNF) are hosting an international conference on Engaging North Korea: Past
Experience and New Directions. This conference brings together experts and scholars
to assess this past twelve months of political outreach and warming relations; take
a critical look at current positions, relevant policies, and existing constraints; and
discuss new directions for engagement with North Korea as South Korea and the
international community together search for pathways to promote sustainable peace
on the peninsula.
